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TRAFFIC FIGURES MAY 2004 

The total number of passengers transported in May 2004 was 202.929 
compared to 92.230 in the same period in 2003, an increase of 120 %.  

 
• The total passenger traffic (RPK) increased 189 % compared to the same period last 

year. 
• Passenger load factor increased 11 p.u from 58 % in May 2003, to 69 % in May 2004. 
• The domestic passenger load factor was 74%, compared to 57 % in May 2003. 
• In May, the internet sale on www.norwegian.no was 65 % of all tickets sold, 

compared to 44 % in May 2003. 
 
The increase in RPK, ASK and number of passengers compared to May 2003 is due to the 
expansion of 20 new routs in the period June 2003 to May 2004 and adjustment of 
production capacity.  In addition, Norwegian experience an increase in the total number 
of passengers on established routs. 
 
The company expects a yield estimate in May around NOK 0.70 per RPK. The overall 
yield development is related to the expansion of 14 new routs in April and May that 
relatively seen will have a lower yield. The company also lowered its ticket prices in the 
end of April due to the market situation. 
 
The domestic passenger load factor was 74 % and increased 17 p.u in the period 
compared to May 2003. The international passenger load factor was 63 % in the period. 
The company is very satisfied with this passenger load factor in relation with the start up 
of 14 new routs in April and May.  
  
The high number of tickets sold on www.norwegian.no (65 %) confirms that passengers 
prefer to buy their tickets through this channel.

RPK: Revenue Passenger Kilometres. Number of paying passengers multiplied by the flight distance  
Load Factor: Relationship between RPK and ASK as a percentage. Describes the rate of utilisation of available seats
