The total number of passengers flown in 
November 2007 was 566 467 compared to 425 
983 last year, an increase of 140 484 passengers 
(33 %), and a 45 % increase in passenger traffic.  
 
• Total passenger traffic (RPK) increased by 45 %, 

compared to last year. 
• Total capacity (ASK) increased by 31 %, 

compared to last year. 
• The cabin factor was 76 %, which is an increase 

of 7 percentage points compared to the same 
period last year. 

• The company estimates a yield around NOK 0.62 
for November 2007.  

 
The increase in passenger traffic, production and 
passengers is related to the company’s expansion in 
well established markets and to the introduction of 
new routes from December 2006 to November 2007, 
as well as adjustments in production capacity and a 
steady increase in passengers.  
 
Domestic passenger traffic increased by 23 % and 
capacity increased by 11 %, resulting in a cabin factor 
of 78 % compared to 70 % last year.  
 
International passenger traffic increased by 56 % and 
capacity increased by 42 %, giving a cabin factor of 
75 %, a 7 pp increase from the same period last year.  
 
The operation in Poland continued to show 
improvement compared to the same period last year. 

 
 
Certain routes in the Scandinavian / Nordic region show 
pressure on yield from increased competition.  
Furthermore, the growth in international capacity and 
share of international production cause larger seasonal 
fluctuations compared to last year. Combined, these 
factors have put pressure on the yield which is 

estimated at 0.62 for the period, a decrease of 15%.  
 
The overall increase in cabin factor of 7 pp is strong and 
partly offsets the yield reduction as ongoing marketing- 
and sales campaigns continue to fill up the seats.
