The total number of passengers flown in June 2009 
was 976,836 compared to 846,246 last year, an 
increase of 130,590 passengers (15 %).   
 

Compared to the same period last year: 

� Total passenger traffic (RPK) increased by 9 %  

� Total capacity (ASK) increased by 11 % 

� The load factor was 79 %, down 1 p.p. 
 
The increase in passenger traffic, production and 
passengers is related to the Group’s expansion in 
established markets and to the introduction of new 
routes from July 2008 to June 2009, as well as 
adjustments in production capacity.  
 
Compared to the same period last year the Group 
has shifted capacity toward new routes in the 
Norwegian domestic market, and has opened a new 
base in Copenhagen.  
 
The average flying distance for the Group decreased 
by 3 % in June compared to the same period last 
year.
